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Serena’s paintings are created by hand using watercolor
pigment on paper. The compositions are fashioned by
interconnecting patterns of color and concentric shapes
where structures split, bubbles stack, and pyramids
multiply. Each artwork must strike a balance between
layers of color, repetitive contour 1lines, and the
inherent qualities of the all the materials she employs.
